Session I: Structure and funding of Scientific Research

For the last ten years many countries have been undergoing reform of their national science, technology and innovation systems. The role of governments has been changing; from being the sole funding source for the scientific and technological activities, governments are more and more becoming an important actor among others that constitute national innovation systems. This session will cover the general issue of Structure, Organization and Funding of Scientific Research: the role of the States. More specifically the Ministers will listen to a presentation from Dr Peter Tindemans on the subject. Following that, the floor will be given to ministers to interact and share their experience and lessons learnt from their national perspective.

Rather than reading prepared statements, it is hoped that ministers will use the time allotted to them (5 minutes) to express their views and exchange/interact with the other ministers. Written statements may be distributed to all participants. The outcome of this debate and the conclusions may form the basis of a database on the various models and approaches of funding scientific research in the developing countries.

The Consortium of Science, Technology and Innovation in the South (COSTIS)
During the First South Summit of the Group of 77 and China (G77) in Havana, Cuba in 2000, the heads of state and governments of the G77 agreed to establish a Consortium on Science and Technology comprising representation from Governments, Academies and Private Sector to promote joint ventures in the South in the field of science and technology. The Dubai Declaration at the G77 High Level Conference on Science and Technology, held in Dubai in 2002, mandated the G77 Chairman in New york to undertake consultations with international scientific organizations in Trieste Italy, especially the Academy of Sciences for the Developing World (TWAS) to establish the Consortium. 

As a follow-up, a High-Level Scientific Advisory Committee comprising the heads of the international institutions based in Trieste, together with other leading scientific figures, was established in 2006 to pursue the establishment of the Consortium in Trieste. The Advisory Committee, after examining the structure, Membership objectives and activities of the Third World Network of Scientific Organizations (TWNSO) agreed that the best way to implement the decision of the South Summit about the Consortium would be to consider the transformation of TWNSO into the proposed G77 Consortium. This proposal will amount to modifications of the current TWNSO statutes.

The proposal to transform TWNSO into the G77 Consortium was discussed further in detail at a meeting in July 2006 involving the Chairman and Executive Secretary of the G77 and the Heads of the International Organizations in the Trieste System. A Joint Statement was signed by the Chairman of the G77 and the Heads of these International Organizations endorsing the proposal and agreeing that it should be submitted to TWNSO’s Executive Board and General Assembly for consideration at their Meetings during the first week of September 2006 in Rio de Janeiro.

The meetings of TWNSO Executive Board and General Assembly, held on 2 September in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, approved the proposal to convert the organization into the Consortium. Following the meetings of TWNSO, the proposal was further endorsed by the 2nd G77 Meeting of the Ministers of S&T which was held on 3 September in Rio de Janeiro. After the endorsement of the proposal by the G77 Ministers of S&T, the document was submitted to the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the G77 at their meeting in New York on 22 September 2006 for final approval. The Ministers unanimously approved the establishment of COSTIS as recommended by TWNSO. 

The Ministers for Foreign Affairs of the Member States of the Group of 77 at their 33rd Annual Meeting held at UN Headquarters in New York on 25 September 2009, "welcomed the ongoing preparations by the Academy of Sciences for the Developing World (TWAS) to convene, in collaboration with UNESCO, a meeting of Ministers of Science and Technology of the Member States of the Group of 77 within the framework of the World Science Forum 2009 on 4 November 2009 in Budapest, Hungary and invited Ministers in-charge of science and technology and national academies of sciences and other relevant research institutions in Member States to participate actively in said meeting." .

In this regard, the Ministers for Foreign Affairs "took note of the efforts by TWAS towards the operationalization of the Consortium on Science, Technology and Innovation for the South (COSTIS), in accordance with the mandate of the Second South Summit held in Doha, Qatar from 12 to 16 June 2005 and the decision by the Meeting of the Ministers of Science and Technology of the Member States of the Group of 77 held in Agra de Reis, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil on 3 September 2006.
The purpose of this session is to launch COSTIS and, if possible, adopt its draft status and agree on the way forward.
