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Academician Dato' Ir. Lee Yee Cheong, DPMP, KMN, AO, FASc, FTSE is a Coordinator of the UN Millennium Project Task Force on Science, Technology and Innovation. The Millennium Project has been commissioned by UN Secretary General Kofi Annan to advise him on helping developing nations achieve the Millennium Development Goals by 2015. 

He is also President of the World Federation of Engineering Organisations, which represents 10 million professional engineers worldwide. He led WFEO in the ICSU/WFEO joint initiative as the Organising Partner for the Science & Technology Community for the World Summit for Sustainable Development (WSSD) Johannesburg, 2002 with continuing involvement in UNCSD.

He served with the National Electricity Board Malaysia until 1980, primarily involved in power system protection, real-time computer control of the power grid and in pioneering the use of computer in power system planning in Malaysia and for the ASEAN Power Grid. He then joined Tenaga Ewbank Preece (M) Sdn Bhd (TEP) as a Director and then Managing Director, eventually becoming a partner in the UK holding company. He retired as CEO, KTA Tenaga Sdn Bhd in 2002, and is now a director of UMW Holdings Berhad, the Malaysian parent company of UMW-Toyota Motor Corporation, and advisor to Science Technology Innovation Committee of the Associated Chinese Chambers of Commerce and Industry of Malaysia.

He is a member of the Board of the Inter-Academy Council of World Science Academies and was a member of the Academic Council of the World Economic Forum. He is the Secretary General of the Federation of Asian Scientific Academies and Associations (FASAS). He is an Honorary Fellow of the World Innovation Foundation. He is a member of the Board of Trustees of Engineers Against Poverty, UK.
